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National Park is an area, whether within a sanctuary or not, can be notified
by the state government to be constituted as a National Park, by reason of
its ecological, faunal, floral, geomorphological, or zoological association
or importance, needed to for the purpose of protecting & propagating or
developing wildlife therein or its environment. 

No human activity is permitted inside the national park except for the ones
permitted by the Chief Wildlife Warden of the state under the conditions
given in CHAPTER IV, WPA 1972. There are 106 existing national parks
in India covering an area of 44,853.09 Sq.Km. With the first national park
being the Corbett national park notified in 1936 and covers an area of
520.82 Sq.Km.
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zone to State ratio
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Based on the zonal separation,
the east zone has the highest
amount of national parks,
whereas the central zone has the
lowest. However, the central
comes to the top when the
number gets converted into a
state-to-zone ratio. 

With respect to the area under the national park, the national park area
coverage is highest for the north zone (34%), followed by central (22%),
with west being the lowest (9%).
